National Library Week,
from April 6 — 12, 2025, is a
celebration  highlighting  the
valuable role libraries, librarians,
and library workers play in
transforming lives and
strengthening our communities.
This year’s theme is “Drawn to the
Library.”

What draws people to
the library? Everything! From
books and digital resources to
job assistance and creative
programming, libraries are
essential to thriving
communities. During National
Library Week, we celebrate the
many ways libraries bring
people together, spark
imagination, and support
lifelong learning. We invite
everyone in the community to
join the celebration!

Whether you are a
longtime patron or have not
visited in a while, this week is
the perfect time to explore all
the library has to offer.

Our library provides a
wide range of programs or
services, such as free Wi-Fi,
digital collections, virtual
computer classes, book clubs for
all ages, makerspaces, STEAM
programs, etc. ensuring that
everyone has access to
resources that educate, inspire,
and connect. Have you tried
out a Llaunchpad or a
Wonderbook?

We try out new
programs on a regular basis and
like to mix things up to keep
things fresh.
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For example, Ms. K held
a Family Puzzle Race Night last
month. Families had a great
time working on 300 or 200
piece jigsaw puzzles. See photos
of the competing families in this
newsletter.

The library offers over
twenty passes to local museums
and attractions, such as the Long
Island Children’s Museum, the
Cradle of Aviation, the Intrepid,
and the Guggenheim. Adult
cardholders can borrow these
passes for 3-4 days so families
can visit the attractions free!

New online resources
available to Valley Stream
cardholders include children’s
books in over 50 languages
through LOTE4Kids; prep books
and study guides for college
entrance exams, licensing
exams, and other employment
tests through Mometrix; and
travel guides through AtoZ USA,
AtoZ Countries, and Global
World Warrior.

Because the Henry
Waldinger Memorial Library is a
member of the Nassau Library
System, we have access to
almost 50,000 e-books, over
5,000 e-magazines, and more,
with  the Nassau Digital
Doorway, using the Overdrive
Libby app.

And, of course, the 54
libraries in Nassau County share
their book collections, so if we
don’t have a book available, there
is a good chance that one of our
neighboring libraries owns it and
it will be sent to Valley Stream in
a few days.

The library is a great
bargain for the community.
Programs are free — including
story times, craft programs,
Mommy & Me activities, and
computer classes. There is free
WiFi available in the library, WiFi
Whenever access outside the
library, and free internet hotspots
for loan.

Many families visit the
library and borrow 10-25 books at
a time. The average cost of a
children’s book is $20.00, so just
think how much a family saves
each time they visit the library!

During National Library
Week and for the rest of the
month, the library is displaying
books that feature librarians and
libraries, so stop by for some
intriguing reading.

There is a protective
bumper around the Launchpad
tablets, they can safely be used by
children.  There are learning
games such as “A World of
Letters” and “World of
Adventure,” plus videos from kid
favorites such as Clifford the Big
Red Dog and Richard Scarry. The
contents are vetted by educators.

Parents can borrow up to
two launchpads at one time for a
14-day loan period. Launchpads
are a great way to entertain and
educate your children.

The library also has some
learning launchpads for teens and
adults — SAT programs, language
programs, and brain games.

WIFI HOTSPOTS
AVAILABLE FOR LOAN

The library is pleased to
announce that Valley Stream
library patrons can now borrow a
T-Mobile Franklin T-9 mobile
hotspot for a 14-day loan period!
The hotspot may be renewed for
another 14-day period if there is
no waiting list for it.

During the first few days
of November, there was a Verizon
service disruption in Valley
Stream, and the library loaned out
several WiFi hotspots to families
who would have had no internet
access!

This WiFi hotspot is a
device that you can use to
connect a mobile-enabled device,
such as a laptop smartphone or
tablet, to the internet. It is
portable, so you can connect your
device almost wherever you are —
at home, on bus or train, or in the
park. And when you are on
vacation!

Borrowers must sign a
Borrowing Agreement form and
provide a valid adult Valley
Stream library card in good
standing. In addition, as with our
family museum passes, all family
members must be in good
standing as the portable hotspot
can accommodate up to 15
devices in your home at the same
time.

The late fee is $5.00 per
day, and a $100 replacement fee
is billed after 10 days overdue,
plus internet service will be
turned off if a hotspot is not
returned on the due date.

T-Mobile Franklin  T-9
mobile hotspots were purchased
with a Special Legislative Grant
awarded to the Henry Waldinger
Memorial Library by New York
State Senator Todd Kaminsky
(S.D. 9). Without this grant, the
library would not have been able
to purchase multiple devices to
loan to our patrons, so we are
very grateful for his generosity to
the community.

Some patrons have taken
advantage of the WiFi hotspots
when they have had disruptions in
their Internet service, when they
have been on vacation, or when
they have travelled to an area
where Internet service is spotty.
Remember, there is no charge to
borrow a hotspot (if you return it
on time) for free WiFi access!
